Tribal Economic Development Forum. The meeting will be held in the conference room 
at the Health Park. Tribal Chairman Frank Ettawageshik will be addressing the meeting 
regarding the Tribal enterprises. 
Theresa Keshick will investigate the change from the reimbursement method in the Tax 
Agreement to the certificate/voucher system. She will instigate discussions with the 
Tribal Chairman and the Legal Department. 
At Bells Fishery, Kevin Schlappi, Manager, has hired a retail clerk, her name is Toinelle 
Brasseur. 
Carrie Carlson, Enterprise Accountant, needs monthly inventories for Biindigen. Tribal 
Chairman Ettawageshik and James Bransky, General Counsel are taking care of Derrer’s 
contract with Biindigen.
