WHEREAS efforts have been made in the last several months to bring this operation to a
profitable position but in order to achieve this position the managers have
determined that additional funding will be necessary for FY 2005;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Tribal Council appropriates an additional sum
of $64,000.00 for Bell’s Fishery and $80,000 for FY 2005;

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Tribal Council approves budget modification to General
Fund 1000 with funds to come from prior period funds.
