Treaty of Washington of March 28, 1836 (7 Stat. 491) and the Treaty of

the Tribe operates programs and provides services that benefit the Tribal
citizens and the Tribal community;

the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians Education Department is
dedicated to the vision of a community of healthy and flourishing families
who are able to walk successfully in two worlds and living
“mnobimaadziwin” — the good life;

the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians Education Department is

Career and Technical Educational Program (WOCTEP) that has been in -
operation for over seven years and is a crucial component of the Education
Department; .
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WHEREAS the U.S Department of Education, Office of Vocational and Adult Education
has announced the availability of $41,304 in supplemental funding for
awarded Native American Career and Technical Education Programs to
improve career and technical education programs through organized
educational activities that benefit Native Americans and Alaska Natives,
