Committee
members to begin developing LTBB Land survey.

Discussed various court cases dealing with taxation of tribal properties and jurisdictions on
reservations with established reservation boundaries.

Discussed the need for a compilation of current statutes, regulations, and policies that are
currently in place. Committee Members to research and compile.

Discussed the drafting of a letter for the Odawa Trails newsletter detailing the purpose for the
Tribal Council Land and Reservation Committee. Chairperson Kiogima to draft a letter.

The next meeting date is tentatively scheduled for Thursday, April 10, 2008, at 1:30 p.m. at a
location to be determined; tentatively planning to coordinate with an Elder’s lunch.
