federally recognized Indian Tribe under Public Law 103-324, and is a party to
numerous Treaties with the United States the most recent of which being the
Treaty of Washington of March 28, 1836 (7 Stat. 491) and the Treaty of
Detroit of 1855 (11 Stat. 621);

the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians Tribal Council is the elected
legislative body of the Tribe;

the Tribe has a high regard for the safety and welfare of Tribal members and
their families;

the Indian Health Service, Bemidji Area Indian Health Service, has announced
the availability of funding to implement injury prevention projects that
promote safety through education and environmental modification.

Bands of Odawa Indians authorizes and supports a grant application to the Indian Health
Service for a Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians tribal Injury Prevention Project.

William 1. Denemy, Tribal Administrator Albert Colby Jr., or another designee from the
Tribal Chairman is authorized to execute any documents necessary to apply for, receive, and
administer funds under the grant.
