v The student must be enrolled in a post-secondary institution that is accredited by either the United States Dept.
of Education or a foreign government accrediting agency that processes validations for colleges, universities
and other institutions of higher learning. Students enrolled in tribal colleges seeking accreditation are also
eligible for MCEH funding. Other institutions may be approved by Tribal Resolution 042017-02.

v/ The student must maintain a 2.0 grade point average for each academic term (subject to petition).
