WHEREAS, the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians Tribal Council finds that
continued use of Indian mascots, logos, and nicknames by professional sports
teams, universities and colleges and other schools, promotes and maintains
inappropriate stereotypes of Indian people.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians Tribal
Council condemns the use of Indian mascots, logos, and nicknames by professional sports teams,
universities and colleges and other schools
